Romeo & Juliet: Eulogy Writing Assignment

Directions: Write a eulogy for either Romeo or Juliet that demonstrates a strong understanding and analysis of the character.

What is a eulogy?

A eulogy is a speech or piece of writing that commemorates someone or something, typically someone who has just died.  It can include biographical information, accomplishments, memories, and traits/qualities that the person possessed.  A eulogy is often read at the person’s funeral or wake.

Guidelines:

· 300 word minimum (2-3 paragraphs)
· Typed; MLA format
· Write from your own perspective (a reader of the play), not another character (e.g. the prince, Lady Capulet, Mercutio, etc.).
· Describe important qualities and characteristics of the character.  Although eulogies are generally meant to praise the person being remembered, be honest.  If the character had flaws or made mistakes, include them (remember, you are trying to demonstrate how well you understood the character).
· Include specific memories/details from the text (things the character did or said that relate to what you are saying about them).  Use memorable quotes.
· Be creative and original.  Use your bellwork assignments, quiz, notes, and assignment sheets to provide additional information.
· Revise and edit your piece for organization, sentence structure, word choice, and mechanics (see writing rubric).
· On Monday, everyone will be sharing their eulogy as if this was a funeral for Romeo and Juliet – you will need TWO copies of your eulogy
1. Turn in ONE copy to google classroom has your final draft
2. One PRINTED copy for you to have in class to read
· If you come to class Monday without your eulogy printed, you CANNOT go print it or pull it up on your phone – you will not receive the points for presenting

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Example: Eulogy of Romeo
